James Goff  will give a guided tour of the landscape on Saturday morning,
James  is a renowned Geomorphologist and Emeritus Professor of the University of New South Wales and visiting Professor to the School of Ocean, Earth and Environmental life studies at Southhampton University (UK). He has recently returned to live in this area. James will conduct a tour on Saturday morning of the immediate area and some of our painting spots. He will illuminate on how the landscape was formed and used through the ages and how we can still see traces of glacial effects, deforestation and early agriculture practices. This is fascinating and what James  reveals is a landscape of layers  you  might previously not thought about. Through this history we are given insights to understanding the present day landscape and in turn these talks are not only informative ,but have also inspired  many to find  different ways as to explore landscape and seek different approaches;
LOCATIONS 
This year the Aug/Sept landscape course is a group of 13 . People tend to spread themselves around the countryside , so with two painting tutors there should be no difficulty with site visits. 
Most of your time will be divided between the surrounding  landscape and  using the studio as your  base especially if it rains.
